HISTORY OF THE NORTHERN ILLINOIS UNIT  

January 24, 1964, the Northern Illinois Unit was established and granted a Unit Charter as an affiliate mem-

ber of the Wally Byam Caravan Club International, Inc. The unit became at this point an division or a branch 

of the WBCCI. All Northern Illinois Unit members qualified on the above mentioned date as full members of 

the Wally Byam Caravan Club International Inc., following the Rules and By-laws of the WBCCI. (Charter will 

be printed in next issue of the Newsletter for you to add to your collection of an emerging history). 

Before the NIU became a charted member of the WBCCI they were members of the Midwest Unit in Indiana. 

The Midwest Unit was among a group of three units founded after the original Western Unit making the Mid-

west Unit among the oldest within the WBCCI. The Midwest Unit was charted November,1956. The original 5 

core states to form the Midwest Unit were Michigan, Wisconsin, Ohio, Indiana and Illinois. By the fall of 1958 

the Midwest Unit consisted of nine states, Wisconsin, Illinois, Michigan, Indiana, Ohio, Kentucky, Iowa, Mis-

souri and Minnesota. 

Eventually each state formed their own units although they were called Chapters, but in time became known 

as units. Today there are 44 Units in the original 9 states. In May of 1962, 4 units were formed in Illinois, with 

3 remaining - Southern Illinois Unit, Lincoln Land Unit, and Northern Illinois Unit. 

In 2007 the Northern Illinois Unit became a 44-year member within the organization of the WBCCI. Numeri-

cal Regions were later founded and our unit is now within Region 5 of the WBCCI. Northern Illinois Unit had 

several locations, Olympia Country Club and at the Moose Range Sycamore Campground before finally set-

tling at the 4-H Center Fairgrounds in Amboy, Illinois. 

In 1963 the first President of the unit was Lt. Col. Earl Wilson. Since then the unit has had 44 Presidents. 

The current President for 2007-2008 is Bob Whitesell. The immediate past President is Bob Morrison. The 

longevity of our unit reflects a successful effort from our past and present Presidents and members.
